The purpose of the game is to fill in all the empty category squares with words beginning with the letter for that line.  If you cannot think of a name, leave the square blank and go on to the next.  Then come back and fill in as many of the skipped blanks as you can.  When time is called, the game ends and the players take turns calling out their lists of names for each subject.  The score is figured out in the following way:  if 10 players participated, and one player wrote a word that no one else did, he gets 10 points.  If five players used the same word, each gets only 2 points.  If all ten used the same word, each gets just 1 point.  The player with the highest number points is the winner.

Jungle Book Ceremony for Advancement

People required:  Akela, the leader of the wolf pack (the Cubmaster), Monkey Person 1, Monkey 

Person 2 

Props:  Wadded paper, frisbees, paper airplanes, foam balls, or other items that the Monkey People will throw 

Hints:

· Because the Monkey People are not seen by the audience and may be slightly farther away than Akela and the cubs, they should have a very loud voices. If you are using a microphone but only have one, give it to the Monkey People. 

· Have a spare Wolf badge or two on hand for boys that pop up after the badges have been ordered (this can also save you from having to do another Bobcat ceremony next pack meeting). If you use a spare badge, make sure that a replacement badge is ordered in the cub's name. Otherwise, his records at the council headquarters will not be current! 

· If you are using this ceremony for the first time, practice the wolf howl by using it as a spirit cheer at the beginning of the pack meeting. 

· Dim the lighting at the beginning of the ceremony for better atmosphere. 

· With some minor wording changes, this ceremony can also be used for advancement to bear. 

Akela: The moon is full, just as it was long ago on that night in the jungle when Mowgli first joined the Seeonee wolf pack. It has been many years since Mowgli returned from living with the wolves. After he returned, he taught us many of the lessons he learned while in the jungle. The most important was that the strength of the wolf is the pack, and the strength of the pack is the wolf. That is why we are here tonight in this council ring. In the jungle, Mowgli was protected by Bagheera, the panther, and was taught the ways of the jungle by Baloo, the great bear. Tonight, we have several boys who have been following the teaching of the bobcat, the American cousin of Bagheera. They have walked his trail and have learned much. Tonight, in this council ring, we shall welcome these boys to the rank of Wolf. So let us begin. Parents, bring forward these man cubs. 

(Akela calls out the names of the wolf candidates. Parents and wolf candidates come forward and face the rest of the pack.) 

Akela: My young cubs who want to be wolves, many moons ago, you learned the Cub Scout Promise and the Law of the Pack. Since then, you have followed that law in your den, and you have learned many things. Tonight..... 

(From an unseen place off stage, the Monkey People interrupt and throw wadded paper at Akela and the boys.) 

Monkey person 1:  Laws, laws, laws! Rules, rules, rules! What a drag! 

Monkey person 2:  Man cubs! Come with us to the tops of the trees. Man cubs! Come with us and play. 

Akela:  Oh no! The Bandar-log, the Monkey People! 

Monkey person 1: We have no laws or rules. We are free! Come and play! 

Akela:  Silence! Once, when Mowgli disobeyed Bagheera, his teacher, he was captured by the Monkey People, the Bandar-log. The wolves despise the Monkey People because they have no law of the pack. The Monkey People think they are so smart that they do not need laws. But because they have no laws, they do not help each other. Instead of following Akela and cooperating, they fight among themselves. Because of this sorry behavior, the Monkey People have no pride, no strength of character, they aren't honest, they do not do their duty to God, and all the jungle knows it. 

Monkey person 2:  Laws and rules! Rules and laws! Who needs all that! Come and play! 

Akela: You irresponsible monkeys! These man cubs have learned better! As they have walked the bobcat trail, they have learned that the Cub Scout Promise and the Law of the Pack are important! 

(Akela reads a list of various pack and den activities, (see end of ceremony for examples) ...)

You useless monkeys! You would rather have no laws and play in the tree tops than even to see that your own friends have enough food. Even now these boys have been helping the pack by selling pizzas! You selfish monkeys! You would only work to help yourself! 

Monkey person 1: Yeah! Yeah! Yeah! Talk! Talk! Talk! These boys would rather not bother with all that! They really don't like all your pack laws and rules. 

Monkey person 2: Yeah man cubs! You don't need to follow all those promises and rules and all that junk! Come on and play! 

Akela: Silence Monkey People! I will show you that these boys have learned better! I will give them each a choice. 

(Call each wolf candidate forward, one at a time, ask each of them the following….) 

Akela:  (boys name), I have here your wolf badge that you have earned! Do you want to accept this rank, remain a cub in this pack, and go on to study the ways of Baloo, the bear, or do you want to run with the Bandar-log, the Monkey People who have no laws? 

(After the boy has answered yes, Akela gives Cub Scout handshake and hands him his wolf badge.) 

(After each boy has accepted his badge ... ) 

Akela: Man cubs, you have chosen wisely. So that those useless Bandar-log will know what we expect of you, give the Cub-Scout sign with your right hand and repeat the Cub-Scout Promise with me. 

I promise to do my best,
to do my duty to God and my country,
to help other people,
and to obey the Law of the Pack.

Akela:  So let us all now repeat the law of the pack. Will all scouts that are here tonight please stand and give the scout sign and repeat the law of the pack with me? 

The Cub Scout follows Akela.
The Cub Scout helps the pack go.
The pack helps the scout grow.
The Cub Scout gives goodwill.

(Akela motions for audience to be seated.) 

Akela: Pack ___! Your fellow cubs have chosen wisely! Let us salute them and tell these Monkey People to be gone with a good wolf howl! 

(Akela leads pack in wolf howl.) 

Sample Activities ...

Last Christmas, this pack gave goodwill by singing Christmas carols at a nursing home. Some of them saw lonely old people crying with happiness because these man cubs came to share their love with them. You good for nothing monkeys! You wouldn't do something like that. This pack has collected food for the hungry. You useless monkeys! You would rather have no laws and play in the tree tops than even to see that your own friends have enough food. Even now these boys have been helping the pack by selling candy! You selfish monkeys! You would only work to help yourself! 

Jungle Opening Ceremony
· Equipment: Moon - as shown 

· Personnel: Akela (Cubmaster), Bagheera (an adult leader), all boys in the pack. 

· Arrangement: Each den is in a corner of the room. Akela stands at the front. Bagheera is in the center of the room. Dim the room lights and light the "moon." 

AKELA: Look well, O wolves, look well!
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BAGHEERA: 'Tis moonlight in the jungle,
And time for the pack to meet.
Come, wolves of every den,
Gather at the Council seat.


ALL BOYS: (In turn, the dens call out:)
We, the Den ___ wolves, come, Bagheera.
(They walk to the center and form a circle around Bagheera.)

BAGHEERA: Akela, from the North, from the South,
From the East and from the West,
The pack has gathered at your request.


(Akela joins Bagheera in the circle. The Cub Scouts perform the Grand Howl in their honor.)
Jungle Closing Ceremony
Equipment: None necessary 

Personnel: Akela (Cubmaster) 

AKELA: Now our Cub Scout safari is ending. Let's say goodnight with a verse from Rudyard Kipling, who wrote The Jungle Book and gave me my name of Akela: 

"Wood and water, wind and tree, 

Wisdom, strength, and courtesy, 

Jungle favor go with thee! 

Goodnight, pack." 

Shere Khan Advancement Ceremony
Equipment: Large name cards identifying the character; badges to be awarded. 

Personnel: Akela (Cubmaster),Father Wolf, Mother Wolf, man-cubs (boys receiving awards) and their parents. 

Akela: Our scene is the cave of Father Wolf and Mother Wolf. They have just settled down for the night with their man-cubs. Shere Khan, the tiger, lurks outside. Suddenly the moonlight is blocked by the great head and shoulders of Shere Khan at the cave entrance.

Father Wolf: What does Shere Khan want?

Shere Khan: The man-cubs. Give them to me!

Mother Wolf: The man-cubs our ours. They shall not be harmed. They shall live happily, to run and hunt with the pack.

Shere Khan: We will see what the pack will say about this.

Father Wolf: Shere Khan might be right to wonder. What will the pack say?

Akela: The scene now shifts to the pack meeting.

Shere Khan: Akela, the man-cubs are mine. Give them to me!

Akela: No! The pack has decided. These man-cubs have shown themselves to be worthy of the Wolf, Bear, and Webelos ranks in our pack. They obey the Law of the Pack and the laws of our country. They worship God in their own way. The members of the pack want them to have the mark of their new rank.

(Akela calls for the parents of the advancing boys to join their sons, and gives them to badges to present to their sons. Akela then leads the whole pack in the Law of the Pack.)
Wolf Advancement Ceremony

Assistant Cub Master:  Just as when Akela went into the forest and learned from the WOLF, a Cub Scout in the second grade begins working on the requirements for the Wolf badge. Cub Scouts learn about Akela and the story of Mowgli and his survival in the jungle. When a boy has completed 12 achievements on the Wolf Trail, in such areas as physical fitness, exploring the world around him, fixing, building, collecting, safety, our flag, our family and Duty to God, he receives his WOLF badge.

Cubmaster:  Would the following boys and their parents please come forward? Parents please stand behind your son.  (Reads list of boys.)

CM:  You have completed all the requirements for your Wolf badge and have moved along the Cub Scout trail. Receive now the mark of the Wolf, a RED mark, symbolizing strength and valor.

(Mark each boy with RED face paint.)

Assistant Cubmaster:  (Present Wolf badges to parents as Cub Master paints faces.)

It is our pleasure to award your Wolf badge to your parents, who have been your Akela in completing these requirements. Parents, please pin the Wolf badge to your son's left shirt pocket and congratulate him on a `Job Well Done'. Parents, as your son's Akela, you are entitled to proudly wear the parent's Wolf pin enclosed with your son's Wolf badge.

Cubmaster:
Parents, you have played an important roll in your son's advancement to Wolf. Your son will eagerly be wanting to earn Arrow Points to go under his Wolf Badge. For you son to do this he will still be looking to you as his Akela. Just as your son has committed to the ideals of Cub Scouting by following the Cub Scout Promise, I ask you also to make a promise. Please repeat after me: 


We will continue to
Do our best
To help our sons
Along the achievement trail
And to share with them
The work and fun of Cub Scouting.

Cubmaster:
It is my pleasure to congratulate each one of you on earning your Wolf badge. Boys please step over to the Advancement Ladder and move your clothespin to the Wolf level. Parents and Scouts please return to your seats. 

Jungle Book Ceremony for Advancing to Scouts

People required:

· Akela, the leader of the wolf pack (the Cubmaster) 

· Scoutmaster and Boy Scouts from the patrol(s) that will be accepting the Cubs. 

Props:

· Bridge (a small symbolic one is adequate) 

· New Boy Scout bandannas 

· Suitable recorded music and tape player 

Hints:

· It is very common for the Boy Scouts to be responsible for the crossing over ceremony. If you want to use this ceremony for crossing over, be sure to discuss it with the leaders of the Boy Scouts who will be participating. 

· The music is mainly for the parents. During the crossing over, play something suitable like "Forever Young" or "Where Are You Going My Little One?" 

Akela: The moon is full, just as it was long ago on that night in the jungle when Mowgli first joined the Seeonee wolf pack. It has been many years since Mowgli returned from living with the wolves. After he returned, he taught us many of the lessons he learned while in the jungle. The most important was that the strength of the wolf is the pack, and the strength of the pack is the wolf. That is why we are here tonight in this council ring. But just as Mowgli had to leave the pack, tonight we also have some man cubs among us who have grown strong and tall. The time has now come when they too must leave the pack to find their place in the world of men. They have learned many lessons as they have walked the trails of the bobcat, wolf, and bear. But tonight, because these cubs are ready to begin their next adventure on their way to manhood, we will not look to the way of the jungle for guidance. Instead, we will read from a book that men use when they seek wisdom. 

To everything there is a season,
A time for every purpose under heaven:
A time to be born, and a time to die;
A time to plant, and a time to pluck what is planted;
A time to kill, and a time to heal;
A time to break down, and a time to build up;
A time to weep, and a time to laugh;
A time to mourn, and a time to dance;
A time to cast away stones, and a time to gather stones;
A time to embrace, and a time to refrain from embracing;
A time to gain, and a time to lose;
A time to keep, and a time to throw away;
A time to tear, and a time to sew;
A time to keep silent, and a time to speak;
A time to love, and a time to hate;
A time of war, and a time of peace.

Akela: We have now come to the time and season when we must let go. So let us begin. Parents, bring forward these man cubs.  (Akela calls out the names of the Cubs who will be advancing to Scouts. Parents and Cubs come forward and face the rest of the pack.) 

Akela: Akela of the humans! 

Scoutmaster: What is it that you want, Akela of the man cubs. 

Akela: We have among us several boys who have grown tall in body and strong in character. They have learned well the ways of the pack, but now they yearn to run with other boys who are also between their childhood and manhood. They have been with the pack for many moons, and have been a source of pride for us all. But now it is now the season when they must leave us. 

Scoutmaster: We understand. Bring them to the bridge between us. 

(If you have recorded music, start it now.) 

(Akela now leads the cubs, one at a time, to the center of the bridge between Cub Scouts and Boy Scouts. The boy is stopped at the center of the bridge, and Akela then removes the Cub's Webelos bandanna and any other Cub Scout insignias. The Scouts of the patrol that the Cub will be joining then place a Boy Scout bandanna on the boy and lead him to their group.) 

Akela: Although these boys are no longer with our pack, we still call on the Great Akela of all Cub Scouts and Boy Scouts to always guide their way. We ask that the Great Akela watch over them as they learn to soar with the Eagles. And, in the fullness of time, after the great wheel of life has turned full circle, when the season again comes to the time to gather in, and the moon is full, we pray that these boys will return, tall and proud and strong, and present their own man cubs to be accepted into the pack. But until then, let us send them on their way with a last wolf howl. 

(Akela leads pack in wolf howl.) 

GAMES

Akela, Leader of the Wolves
Mark a 4-foot-diameter circle on the ground or floor. Akela stands in the center. One by one, the other "wolves" (Cub Scouts) try to push or pull her or him completely out of the ring. A wolf who succeeds becomes the new Akela.

Shere Khan

(The Tiger Game; it is also known as Pom-Pom-Pullaway.) 

One Cub Scout is Shere Khan, the tiger. All others line up against a wall. Shere Khan stands in the center of the play area. The object of the game is to cross to the opposite goal without being tagged. To start the game, Shere Khan says, "Who's afraid of Shere Khan?" The others answer, "No one," and immediately run across the open space towards the opposite side. All cub Scouts tagged help Shere Khan tag the remaining players. The last one caught becomes Shere Khan next time.

Bagheera's Eyes
This is an observation game. Divide the den into two teams. Give each team a dozen or more common articles-pencil, ball, card, toy truck, Cub Scouting book, jackknife, paper clip, etc. Ask the teams to go to opposite sides of the room and arrange their articles on the floor any way they want as long as the items are six to twelve inches apart. A leader should note the final arrangement of the articles on a sheet of paper.

Each team then goes to the other's teams arrangement and looks at it for exactly 1 minute. Then they gather up all of the articles, return to their original place, and try to arrange the articles the same way the other team had them. The team with the most articles placed in the correct position wins.

Witches' Wand

Equipment: 1 15' rope weighted at one end
Formation: Circle 

Arrange the players in a circle 5-8' apart and give one a rope about 15' long weighted at one end. He stands in the center and swings the rope around the circle keeping it about a foot off the ground. As the object swings around, the players step in and jump over it each time it passes them. If a Cub gets hit, he changes places with the Cub in the center. 

Kim's Game

Equipment: 12 articles on a tray - ordinary items such as string, ink, rubber, calendar; piece of paper and pencil per Cub 

Formation: Circle 

The Cubs sit in a circle and the leader shows them the tray full of articles for a few minutes, before covering it over. The Cubs must write down the list of the articles from memory. 

Kim Pairs (a variation)

Equipment: 12 objects on a tray; pencil and paper per Cub
Formation:  Circle 

There are three versions of this game which can be taken in natural progression: 

1. The Cubs sit in a circle and look at the objects on the tray. The leader then mentions an object which relates to something on the tray, e.g., the leader says 'letter' and there is a stamp on the tray. Then the Cubs must draw a stamp on their paper. 

2. The same procedure is followed, but the tray is covered and the Cubs must draw the object from memory. 

3. The leader now mentions an abstract idea related to one of the objects, e.g., the leader says 'open' and there is a key on the tray. So the Cubs must draw the key from memory. 

Smelling Kim

Equipment: A collection of dried foodstuffs which have a distinctive smell, e.g., coffee; tea; sage; rosemary; etc. and each in an identical container or in a small square of muslin tied with cotton; paper and pencil per Cub 

Formation: Circle 

The Pack sits in a circle with the containers in the center, the leader identifies the foodstuffs. He then numbers each container and passes them around the circle. The Cubs must identify the foodstuffs by their smell and write the correct names against the numbers on their sheet of paper.

CRAFTS

Safari Binoculars
Don't forget to take your binoculars! You'll need them when searching for lost cities of gold or a herd of wild elephants. Each boy will need two toilet paper tubes to make his safai binoculars. Cover one end of each tube with a 3-inch circle of colored cellophane and tape it securely. Tape construction paper around each tube and then tape the tubes together. Poke a hole near the viewing end of each tube and string a 2-foot piece of yarn between them to form a neck strap.

3-Stick Neckerchief Slide
Materials:  3 craft/popsicle sticks; sandpaper, wood glue, paint (optional)

1. Cut the three craft sticks in half.  Round ends with sandpaper.

2. Glue 4 pieces together with strong wood glue.

3. Cut 4 small spacers from one of the sticks.  Glue to the remaining ½ stick.

4. Make an “H” shape, glue piece with spacers to one side of square.

5. Paint and decorate.
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
